Two trainers are required for classroom courses with over 12 clients. In exceptional circumstances/emergency situation where one trainer is unable to deliver a course on the day and no other trainer can be sourced, the attending trainer will receive an additional payment as follows:

Full course session delivered – additional £50

Half course session delivered – additional £25

This is not applicable if a second trainer is sourced and attends during any or all of the session.

This only applies to classroom training.

Digital courses are exempt.

The on-road element of the Safe and Considerate Driving Course is exempt.

Please note that payment will be made under the IR35 rules which means that Tax and National Insurance will be deducted from your invoice at applicable Government rates.  You will not have employed status and therefore no employee benefits are applicable.
Driving coaches are exempt from IR35 rules and no deductions will be made.  It is the responsibility of Trainers to ensure that Her Majesty’s Revenue and Customs (HMRC) are made aware of all relevant income derived from providing services.
Costs for travelling to and from course venues, meals and meal breaks will not be reimbursed.
